Dear Reader;

the Ukrainian Center for Holocaust Studies is pleased to announce
new 1 (17) 2019 issue of the interdisciplinary scholarly journal /oroxocm
i cyuacnicmo. Cmy0ii 6 Yrpaini i ceimi [Holocaust and Modernity. Stud-
ies in Ukraine and the World]. This is a special issue published with a
support of the Jack, Joseph and Morton Mandel Center for Advanced Ho-
locaust Studies at the United States Holocaust Memorial Museum and
Ukrainian-Jewish Encounter. All articles were peer reviewed. This publi-
cation highlights works of former participants of the summer program on
Holocaust Studies in Ukraine and research fellows at the Museum’s Man-
del Center for Advanced Holocaust Studies. The assertions, arguments,
and conclusions contained herein are those of authors. They do not neces-
sarily reflect the opinions of the United States Holocaust Memorial Mu-
seum.
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Thematic and conceptual focus
The journal is conceived as an open academic forum that promotes

scholarly discussion on the implications of the Holocaust, genocide, and
other instances of mass violence.

The journal is published twice a year in Ukrainian and Russian with

summaries in English.

The journal’s agenda is:

to stimulate in-depth analysis of various aspects of the Holocaust on
Ukrainian territory; to compare and contrast the experience of the Ho-
locaust in Ukraine to that in other regions of the former USSR, Eastern
Europe and Western Europe; to examine specific features of the Holo-
caust in various localities of Ukraine;

to disseminate and advance research based on previously unavailable
or little-known sources stored in Ukrainian and foreign archival re-
positories as well as non-conventional sources such as testimonies,
memoirs, and diaries;

to promote a multidisciplinary approach and to encourage the par-
ticipation of experts in the fields of sociology, political science, psy-
chology, and the humanities to contribute to discussion and re-
search;

to foster comparative and conceptual analysis of various aspects of the
Holocaust and other genocides, particularly in the theory and history
of nationalism and anti-Semitism, and of the role and place of the
“Jewish question” in European culture and history preceding and fol-
lowing the Holocaust.

Organization

The journal includes the following sections:

Research articles exploring various aspects of the Holocaust;
Research notes discussing approaches to narrowly defined specific
questions;

Documentary sources not previously published before;

Reviews of recently published books;

Polemics debating the materials published in previous issues;
Bibliography of recent works on the Holocaust, with the special em-
phasis on Ukraine;

Announcements of recent and upcoming academic events in Ukraine
and abroad.
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Management and distribution

Publication policy is established by the Ukrainian Center for Holo-
caust Studies in cooperation with an International Advisory Board and the
Executive Editorial Board. Acceptance and editing carried out by the Ex-
ecutive Editorial Board in cooperation with the International Advisory
Board.

Articles are peer-reviewed by academic experts in the field; after peer-
review author may be asked for revisions.

Copies of the journal are distributed through the network of educa-
tional and research institutions and public libraries. Its electronic version
