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Dear reader,

The volume of the «Holocaust and Modernity» journal you are now holding is
special one. This is a thematic issue that contains materials of the International schol-
arly conference «Roma of Ukraine during the World War II: current state of research,
education and commemoration», held by Ukrainian Center for Holocaust Studies on
August 2, 2008 in the L.F. Kuras Institute of Political and Ethnic Studies of the NAS
of Ukraine in Kyiv.

It is well-known that Roma were one of the ethnic groups to be persecuted and exter-
minated during the war solely because of their origin. But academic interest in the fate of
Roma under Nazism arose quite too late. Despite the presently available large volume of
memoirs, articles and several monographs on the subject, it is still understudied. Telling
are disparities in answers to the questions if Roma extermination policies were total; if the
persecution was based on racial ideology; if it was implemented everywhere, pre-planned
and pre-intended, with well-coordinated functioning of the administrative chains of differ-
ent levels and technical supplies applied for it. Positive answers to these questions one can
find in works of S. Milton® and Ia. Hancock. On the other pole are views of Ye. Bauer,
M. Zimmermann and in the most radical way of G. Levi, claiming that anti-Roma policy
of the Nazi was not based on the racial ideology, was not pre-planned and pre-intended,
neither was it universal nor presupposed the total extermination of Roma.

To give an exhaustive answer one should have a comprehensive idea about the
general course of events, at least about the number of the perished, the policies of
central authorities of the Third Reich and local peculiarities of its implementation.
But it is this field of research — regional specificities of anti-Roma policies — that
is quite understudied. Foreign researchers hardly touch upon events in Ukraine; the
statistics is very sketchy; numerous archival sources still have not been introduced
into the scholarly use; the views of different branches of occupational authorities
in Ukraine on the «Gypsy question» have not been studied. But the main point is
that the tragic fate of Roma, structural similarities and stark differences in policies
with regard to them and other groups of Ukrainian population still do not constitute
a separate research issue in Ukrainian historiography. Hardly any events cover edu-
cational and commemorational aspects of the special fate of this people in Ukraine:
former suppression of the academic interest towards the fate of various ethnic groups
in the war and relevant occupational policies is still felt; however, this current situ-
ation is aggravated by continuous efforts to develop in the popular conscience the
monoethnic model of national history. As a result, the topics concerned remain a
terra incognita, attracting no attention on behalf of the WWII historians and remain-
ing on the margins of the historical memory of Ukrainian society.

On October 8, 2004 the Supreme Council of Ukraine passed a resolution
on annual honoring of the International Romani holocaust* day, taking place on

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August 2 (this day in 1944 in Auschwitz was marked by mass execution of Roma
inmates). But are there any real steps towards the commemoration of the murdered?
Neither the previous nor this year saw any planned state events devoted to this date.
In this case (likewise to many others) of governmental ignoring of their duties the
initiatives were taken up by the civic society. The abovementioned conference was
held owing to the support of another NGO — German Friedrich Ebert Foundation.

The conference gathered researchers and educators from Ukraine, Russia,
Germany, and Norway. They presented their work and in discussions and exchange of
opinions suggested the new research directions. Representatives of Roma communi-
ties were also present, among them activists in direct touch with Roma survivors of
the Nazi persecutions, who are now gathering testimonies, oral and written records
from the war survivors.

The conference was opened by an introductory report of Prof. Dr. Wippermann,
the author of «Shoah and Porrajmos im Vergleich». W. Wippermann delineated the
main directions of German historiography and the issues solved by German research-
ers in the past decades. He joins the researchers believing that Roma genocide was
total and pre-planned, accusing of the Nazi anti-Roma policies not only certain seg-
ments of the Nazi Reich, but the whole German society, which, according to them,
took active part in the genocide. Then the work of the conference was continued in
three successive sessions, each called to unveil the most important issues of the geno-
cide and their modern projections.

First session «Nazi Policies on the Roma in the occupied USSR. Sourcesy pre-
sented speeches analyzing occupational practices in various regions of the Soviet
Union, taking into account the common and the special in Reichskommissariats
Ostland and Ukraine, inner contradictions between different administrations and
police departments (A. Weiss-Wendt); analyzing the contribution of the Security
Police and SD and Wehrmacht into the «solution of the Gypsy question» and statisti-
cal dimension of anti-Roma measures (O. Kruglov). Any historian can hardly under-
estimate the importance of sources they use in the research. With regard to this spe-
cial attention was given to the source analysis of the documents of the Extraordinary
State Commission on the Crimes of Nazi-Fascist Invaders (ChGK) and to their pecu-
liarities as a resource on the topic. M. Holler analyzed «advantages» and «disadvan-
tages» of the ChGK documents to be taken into account by any researcher working
on Roma genocide. The specificities of another volume of sources, created compared
to the previous one quite recently, namely the videotaped testimonies of Roma, stored
in the archive of the USC Foundation for Visual History, were characterized in the
presentation by A. Lenchovska.

The following session — «Regional Specificities of Nazi Policies on Roma in
Ukraine» — shifted thematic accents directly to Ukrainian territories; the presenta-
tions here covered specific features of the occupants’ policies in different regions
of Ukraine — in Transcarpathia (M. Panchuk), in Galicia (Zh. Kovba), and in the
Crimea (M. Tyaglyy). The peculiarity of regional studies lies in the ability of a close-
up on a certain region, allowing the researcher not only to trace the implementation
of the central decisions by the local administration, but also introduce and reveal the
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data on the influence of local factors, often completely changing the existing central
principles. For example, cultural and religious similarity of many Crimean Roma —
Chingene — to their Crimean-Tatar neighbours totally changed the Nazi attitude to
Roma on the peninsula and many Crimean Roma managed to survive. It must be
noted, that the intensive development of regional studies — not leaving out the general
regularities — is the primary task of native researchers.

The abovementioned methods of research, no matter how necessary they are,
cannot remain the only possible ones, since they view Roma as a mere object of
scholarly research. But it is real people who are concerned, real people who had
been experiencing cruelties, persecution, extermination... That is why the third ses-
sion «Genocide in historical memory of the community and the society» again shifted
the focus, this time to personal and collective reaction of the victims and the influ-
ence the experienced persecutions had on post-war life of the group and personalities
involved. Any group experiencing persecutions react to the tragic events according
to the accumulated collective experience, survival strategies existing in the ethno-
psychological stock, the behavioral models typical for the group. There is an opinion
that in the course of centuries Roma have developed special mechanisms of rela-
tionships with their environment and the authorities, which could have influenced
the situation during the war and possibly secure the survival. Was it really so? The
presentation of N. Bessonov concerned the specificities of collective and personal
survival strategies; he found and described specific features differentiating the reac-
tions of Roma from the reactions of another persecuted group —Jews — and general-
ized the types of attitude towards Roma on behalf of their ethnic neighbors in various
situations. Another unstudied aspect is the historical memory of Roma and the level
of preservation of the tragic information in the post-war conscience of the group as
well the issue of influence of the experienced on the behavior of the group and its
personalities, the course of adaptation to the peaceful life and integration into the
post-war society. Attempts to analyze these issues were made in the presentations by
O. Danylkyn and Ye. Navrotska regarding the collection of testimonies from Roma
genocide survivors.

Studying one or the other case of genocide cannot be limited only to the
research-historical dimension. Obviously, crimes against humanity and our realization
of these events bear incredible educational potential. Suffering and persecution of
Roma give an educator numerous possibilities to bring to his class universal moral-
ethical issues, to demonstrate personal choice dilemmas, to promote empathy and
in this way make learning more effective. But is this potential used by the authors
for Ukrainian textbooks and manuals? The answer suggested by an expert of the
All-Ukrainian Association of Teachers of History and Social Studies O. Voitenko is
upsetting: not only the genocide of Roma, as of the group being a bright color on the
flamboyant palette of Ukrainian history, is ignored, but the whole Ukrainian history
is seen without them!

Summing up, we would like to note it could be more than coincidence that such
a conference was for the first time held in Ukraine by an organization with consider-
able experience in research and education on the fate of the Jews in Europe under
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Nazism. Half a century ago it happened in the West and now it happens in Ukraine.
This is natural: in the branch now called Holocaust Studies, which in the recent
decades separated into an independent complex of humanities, an array of methods
and approaches has been gathered that can be applied to any case of genocide. And
in the case of Roma tragedy that took place in the same geographical and chrono-
logical stretch one cannot do without any parallels and comparisons (despite the fact
that alongside many similarities these events have lots of differences). It is also not
incidental that there was hardly a report without methodological or factual reference
to genocide of the Jews; one of the ideas that appeared on the feedback round table
was a suggestion to create at Ukrainian Center for Holocaust Studies a department
(or direction, section) studying Nazi anti-Roma policies.

The conference demonstrated not only a variety of methodological and disci-
plinary approaches (attempts of socio-psychological and ethno-psychological analysis
of the victims’ behavior, ethno-demographic analysis, historical-critical approach to
the sources, professional involvement of the spheres of personal and collective mem-
ory, commemoration policies or identity issues), but also, at times, usage of terms and
notions far from academia (terms like «ethnic mentality», categories of «traitors» and
«accomplices» etc.). Respectively, the level of published materials is also various.
Aiming at a separate issue of the journal to cover the conference materials (which
became possible again owing to the help of German partners), the editorial board
decided to preserve the standardized over the recent years structure of the journal.
For that reason different in volume and analytical depth reports were distributed into
the existing sections, whereas some sections («Documental sources», «Reviewsy)
contain the materials additionally submitted by the authors for the thematic edition on
demand of the editorial board. We believe, that the conference, the materials of which
to a certain extent reflect the current state of Ukrainian studies on the fate of Roma
under Nazism, will also encourage researchers to father work on various aspects of
this important topic.

Thematic and conceptual focus of the journal

The journal is conceived as an open academic forum that promotes scholarly
discussion on the implications of the Holocaust, genocide, and other instances of
mass violence.

The journal is published twice a year in Ukrainian and Russian with summaries
in English.

The journal’s agenda is:

. to stimulate in-depth analysis of various aspects of the Holocaust on Ukrainian
territory; to compare and contrast the experience of the Holocaust in Ukraine to
that in other regions of the former USSR, Eastern Europe and Western Europe;
to examine specific features of the Holocaust in various localities of Ukraine;
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. to disseminate and advance research based on previously unavailable or little-
known sources stored in Ukrainian and foreign archival repositories as well as
non-conventional sources such as testimonies, memoirs, and diaries;

. to promote a multidisciplinary approach and to encourage the participation
of experts in the fields of sociology, political science, psychology, and the
humanities to contribute to discussion and research;

. to foster comparative and conceptual analysis of various aspects of the Holocaust
and other genocides, particularly in the theory and history of nationalism and
anti-Semitism, and of the role and place of the “Jewish question” in European
culture and history preceding and following the Holocaust.

Organization
The journal includes the following sections:
. Research articles exploring various aspects of the Holocaust;
. Research notes discussing approaches to narrowly defined specific questions;
. Documentary sources not previously published before;
. Reviews of recently published books;
. Polemics debating the materials published in previous issues;

. Bibliography of recent works on the Holocaust, with the special emphasis on
Ukraine;

. Announcements of recent and upcoming academic events in Ukraine and
abroad.

Management and distribution

Publication policy is established by the Ukrainian Center for Holocaust Studies
in cooperation with an International Advisory Board and the Executive Editorial
Board. Acceptance and editing carried out by the Executive Editorial Board in
cooperation with the International Advisory Board.

Articles are peer-reviewed by academic experts in the field; after peer-review
author may be asked for revisions.

Copies of the journal are distributed through the network of educational and
research institutions and public libraries. Its electronic version in PDF-format is free
